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Defense Dept. approves Stryker Brigade Combat Team for Hawaii 

The Department of Defense officially announced today that Secretary Rumsfeld

has approved the acquisition of a Stryker Brigade Combat Team in Hawaii.





“This announcements places the Tropic Lightning Division in the forefront of the Army’s transformation and reinforces the strategic importance of the Army in Hawaii,” said Col. David Anderson, commander, U.S. Army Garrison, Hawaii.

The concept for the SBCT in Hawaii includes some enhancements the aviation, fire support, network, and sensor capability of the SBCT.

 “Eventually, the entire Army will transform.  This step places the 25th Infantry Division out front – as it should be – in this effort.  It will secure our Army’s future in Hawaii , improve our infrastructure, and contribute significantly to the economy.  It is a win-win situation from the Army in Hawaii and our local community,” said Anderson.  

“We are continuing the process of the SBCT Draft EIS, and encourage the public to provide any additional comments to our draft environmental statement,” Anderson said.

The Army extended the comment period for the Draft EIS for an additional 45 days as a good faith effort to allows the community to review the document and provide feedback, Anderson said.
