Since his arrival in Iraq, Spc. Herndon was twice awarded the Purple Heart.
The infantryman entered the Army in July, 2002, and he was assigned to the unit here in Hawaii in November, 2002.

Spc. Herndon will be buried in Kansas.  Arrangements are pending.
