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SCHOFIELD BARRACKS SOLDIER KILLED IN AFGHANISTAN

SCHOFIELD BARRACKS, HI – The Department of Defense announced today the death of a 25th Infantry Division (Light) Soldier who was supporting Operation Enduring Freedom.

Spc. Wesley R. Wells, 21, of Libertyville, Ill., died September 20 in Salerno, Afghanistan from wounds received while conducting combat operations.  

Wells was assigned to the Company A, 2nd Battalion, 27th Infantry Regiment of the 3rd Brigade, 25th Infantry Division (Light) from Schofield Barracks, Hawaii.

The incident is under investigation.

The Soldier was an infantryman and entered the Army in May, 2002.  He was assigned to the unit here in Hawaii in October, 2002.

A private prayer service will be held on Thursday at Schofield Barracks Chapel.
