Jordanian Hospital Ribbon Cutting Ceremony
For the past four months the US FLE soldiers along with the Jordanian
Soldiers and local Aghan workers have worked from sun up to sun down to
prepare the hospital for the move from the old hospital to the new and
improved Jordanian Military Field Hospital. The Jordanian Hospital provides
free improved health care to the people of Afghanistan. Working together to
maintain the hospital with a constant flow of medical supplies and life support,
the Jordanian Hospital sees on average 600 local Afghan patients each day,
6 days a week, year round. The hospital has been in operation for 27 months
handed over through 9 different rotations referred to as Eagles, which occurs
every 3 months. During Eagle 7, the plans were made to develop an
improved hospital facility to replace the rapidly deteriorating tents that the
hospital was currently working under.  After nine months of planning and
building, on 6 August 2004, the new facility went fully operational under the
supervision of Eagle 10. The highlight of the new Jordanian Hospital is a
3,200 square foot containerized structure that houses two Operating Rooms,
Recovery Room, X-ray Room, and an Intensive Care Unit (ICU). The
remaining clinics, such as the dentist, recovery wards, and pharmacy are still
in tents, however; some of them now have air conditioning. This new
environment drastically increased the capacity of the hospital to handle the
enormous patient flow and provided a more comfortable working place for the
Jordanian Medical staff.
